Nathan A. White on July 23, 2022 of Pedricktown. Age 82. Nathan was born
on April 17, 1940 in Presque Isle, Maine, the son of Gilbert (Bunny) White and
Dawn (nee Rediker) White. He was a direct descendant of Rene LeBlanc, one
only real name used by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow in his epic poem
Evangeline. Rene LeBlanc was the Notary of Grand Pre’, Nova Scotia until
the Diaspora of 1755.

He attended Presque Isle schools and graduated from Presque Isle High
School in 1958. He attended Aroostook State College briefly and served in the
US Army from 1959-1964 serving in Okinawa and Korea and attaining the
rank of Sergeant.

He graduated from Aroostook State Teachers College in 1968 with a B.S.Ed.
and accepted a position at the Community High School in Fort Kent, Maine,
as an instructor of English and also served as a speech and drama coach.
From 1970-1972 he taught American Literature at Herricks Senior High
School in New Hyde Park, New York. In 1973 he married Rosa Maria Jimenez
of Cebu, Philippines.

He worked as a ship machinist, rigger and stevedore along the waterfront,
later becoming the Business Manager and President of the Boilermakers
Lodge 329 in Philadelphia. He became disabled in 1995.



As an avid reader, he published an anthology of short stories in 2015 called
Aroostook County Sandwiches, written under the pen name of Chapman B.
Flatt, a reference to Chapman Street in Presque Isle, locally referred to as the
French Flat.

He is survived by two children, Daisy White Maurer (Scott) of Pedricktown,
New Jersey and John White (Pamela) of Arkansas. Three grandchildren, Faith
Bozzuffi (Rick) of Glassboro, New Jersey, Chase and Miles White of Arkansas
and his great-grandchild, Maxwell. A sister, Duska McNally (Joe) of Deptford,
New Jersey, Ex-Wife Rosa Maria, many nieces, nephews, and special friends
Millie and Les Spears of Mullica Hill, New Jersey.
